God and his word are one.
John‬ 
Think about how profound a statement that is and how counter culture it is to how we have been taught to identify the word.
If God and his word are one and God is supernatural what does it make the word? Supernatural.
If God is unchanging then the word is unchanging.
That means in-spite of what some theologians teach, the word doesn’t change for different times in history like when the Apostles died.
This applies to both the spoken and written word.

We need to start by looking at how God used his word.
Everything was created by a spoken word.
Hebrews‬ 

2 Timothy‬ 

I want to start by looking at how most people view the word.
There are archaeologists that see it strictly as a history book.
For most of us we see it as divinely inspired. It is the record of God’s chosen people. It reveals the truth about the existence of God. It reveals the nature of God through the life of Jesus and his redemptive plan for man.
Truth be told, most see it as the principles that God left us to live by and through your careful obedience you can change your life from the outside in (behavior modification).
If that is true, the Bible is no different than any other book in the self-help section of a book store.

We need to look at what God says about his word.
“For the Word that God speaks is alive and full of power [making it active, operative, energizing, and effective]; it is sharper than any two-edged sword, penetrating to the dividing line of the breath of life (soul) and [the immortal] spirit, and of joints and marrow [of the deepest parts of our nature], exposing and sifting and analyzing and judging the very thoughts and purposes of the heart.” 
““The rain and snow come down from the heavens and stay on the ground to water the earth. They cause the grain to grow, producing seed for the farmer and bread for the hungry. It is the same with my word. I send it out, and it always produces fruit. It will accomplish all I want it to, and it will prosper everywhere I send it.” 
“And we also [especially] thank God continually for this, that when you received the message of God [which you heard] from us, you welcomed it not as the word of [mere] men, but as it truly is, the Word of God, which is effectually at work in you who believe [exercising its superhuman power in those who adhere to and trust in and rely on it].” 
“God has transmitted his very substance into every Scripture, for it is God-breathed. It will empower you by its instruction and correction, giving you the strength to take the right direction and lead you deeper into the path of godliness.” 

Think about what we just read, when you open God’s word HE is present, because you can’t separate God from his word.
His word is supernatural, always producing after itself.
Jesus compares the word of God to a seed.
“Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God.” 

God tells us that His Kingdom works off of laws.
A law is something that is irrefutable and unchanging.
They work the same way for everyone, everywhere.
“While the earth remains, Seedtime and harvest, Cold and heat, Winter and summer, And day and night Shall not cease.” 

One of the laws of the kingdom is the law of seed time and harvest.
Every living thing comes from a seed.
Humans, animals and plants all come from seeds.
Every seed reproduces after its own kind.
No woman ever got pregnant and worried she would give birth to a giraffe.
No farmer ever planted wheat and expected corn.
No dog breeder ever bred two AKC Labrador retrievers and expected a Chihuahua to be born. It’s a law, every seed produces after its own kind.
Life always begins with a seed.
No one ever expected life without planting a seed.
No farmer ever prayed over his land and expected a harvest if he never planted seeds.
No rancher ever expected his cow to have a calf unless he provided a bull.
No woman ever expected to give birth to a child without being intimate with a man.

You can’t violate the law of time for the seed to produce.
No farmer ever planted his wheat seed one week before the harvest and expected a bumper crop.

Transformation requires the word of God and the work of the Holy Spirit.
The power of the word.
“My son, give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. Do not let them depart from your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your heart; For they are life to those who find them, And health to all their flesh.” 
The work of the Holy Spirit.
““I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you.””
